WHAT DO I BRING TO CAMP?

· Your health history/parental consent form – IMPORTANT! (you will receive this in the final packet)
· Your instrument (ISU will provide percussion equipment as needed)

· Any needed accessories (valve oil, extra reeds, cork grease, sticks, mallets, etc.)

· Audition music and your prepared solo or etude (optional) for a brief placement audition

· A portable music stand (if possible)

· Pencils for taking notes and marking music

· Comfortable shoes for walking around campus

· Water bottle (it’s summer and we will be traveling between buildings)

· Enough comfortable clothes for the week of classes and recreational activities

· A white shirt/blouse and black pants/skirt for the final concert on Saturday

· Personal toiletries (soap, shampoo, toothbrush, etc.)

· Towels, washcloth, blanket, (sheets, pillow and pillowcases are provided)

· Alarm clock optional (we’ll make sure you’re up on time!)

· A light jacket: rain gear or umbrella

· Recreational items (baseball glove, swimsuit, sidewalk chalk, etc.)

· Any miscellaneous personal needs/medications

· Your best talent and any materials you may need for the annual talent show (optional, but encouraged!)

Reminder: due to the large number of camp participants, please make sure that all of your belongings (including instruments) are labeled with your name, address, and phone number

SHOULD I BRING ANY MONEY?

There will be a $5 fee for the swimming trip that can be paid at registration.  Meals for resident campers will be covered by the meal card: $5.10 for breakfast, $7.61 for lunch and $9.53 for dinner.  Anything beyond these amounts will be the responsibility of the camper to pay at the time of the meal. These prices also apply to the commuter and must be paid in cash.
